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If you look it up in a dictionairy, you will find sentences like:

‘Trust: a total confidence, reliance based on the safekeeping, integrity, justice of another, so you dare to rely upon, so you expect with confidence’.
It explains a very absolute attitude, allowing action. Because you trust the bla bla of a car salesman, you buy a car and you dare to drive with it….

Now in biblical terms, where can you find the best description of TRUST?

“Therefore, since we have been justified through faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have gained access by faith into this grace in which we now stand. And we rejoice in the hope of the glory of God. 

Not only so, but we also rejoice in our sufferings, because we know that suffering produces perseverance; perseverance,  character; and character, hope. And hope does not disappoint us, because God has poured out his love into our hearts by the Holy Spirit, whom he has given us.” (Romans 5: 1-5)
Or in normal words: the ring is trust, that holds the diamond, the facets of this diamond are the several aspects mentioned in the above verse. We totally trust the aspects of this diamond0 bible-verse to be true.

“Blessed the man, who makes the Lord his trust, who does not look to the proud, to those who turn aside to false gods” (Psalm 40:4)

“Blessed the man who fears the Lord, who finds great delight in his commands. He will have no fear of bad news; his heart is steadfast, trusting the Lord” (Psalm 112: 1,7)

“In him (=Jesus) and through faith in him we may approach God with freedom and confidence(=trust)” (Eph.3:12)

“So we say with confidence(=trust), ‘the Lord is my helper; I will not be afraid. What can man do to me?’” (Hebrews 13:6)

“Trust in the Lord with all your heart and lean not on your own understanding; in all your ways acknowledge him, and he will make your paths straight ” (Proverbs 3:5)

“But blessed is the man who trusts in the Lord, whose confidence is in Him. He will be like a tree planted by the water that sends out its roots by the stream. It does not fear when heat comes; its leaves are always green. It has no worries in a year of drought and never fails to bear fruit” (Jeremiah 17:7-8)

“But this happened that we might not rely (=trust) on ourselves but on God, who raises the dead” (2 Cor.1:9-b)
Counting all together trust is an attitude and an action! The energy for both is faith.

Now read the passage Mathew 13:24-30 and 36-42. This story is about trust. A farmer (stands for Jesus) who trusts that his seed will grow and have fruit. The good seed stands for us, who trusts to be placed in the field  (that is the world); both Jesus and us can trust that at the end of time there will be an abundant harvest. Again: attitude and action.
Now about you: think, talk and pray about your attitude and action, rooted in faith. AND write down YOUR stories about faith, working out in trust, and seen in your attitude in some situations and actions you did. And share those stories as they encourage others to put their faith into action.
Finally: “Therefore my dear brothers, stand firm. Let nothing move you. Always give yourselves fully to the work of the Lord, because you know that your labor in the Lord is not in vain” (1 Cor.15:58)
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
